FAMILY VALUES

Edith Schaeffer wrote: “A family is a foundation center for human rela-
tionships. The family is the place where the deep understanding that people
are significant, important, worthwhile, with a purpose in life, should be learned
at an early age. The family is the place where children should learn that hu-
man beings have been made in the image of God and are therefore very spe-
cial in the universe.” Unfortunately, the family does not always achieve its in-
tended purpose. Much of the heartache and despair experienced in our soci-
ety is a by-product of our own neglect and disinterest in God’s design for the
home.

The home has a spiritual as well as a physical and social function. The
family is designed to help young people develop the character and skills they
need for effective functioning in society. But, if we stop there, we have forgot-
ten the most important part of a child’s development. What value is there in
being suited for society, if we are not suited for heaven? Our most important
task, as parents, is to prepare our children for eternity. This life is just a vapor
that appears for a short time and then vanishes into thin air (Jas. 4:14).
Standing on the shores of eternity, the proper development of physical, men-
tal, and social skills will mean nothing if we have neglected spiritual growth.

In Paul’s second letter to Timothy, he reminded the young evangelist of
his spiritual heritage, saying, “For | am mindful of the sincere faith within you,
which first dwelt in your grandmother Lois, and your mother Eunice, and | am
sure that it is in you as well” (2 Tim. 1:5). Later, he wrote, “...from childhood
you have known the sacred writings which are able to give you the wisdom that
leads to salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus (2 Tim. 3:15). Spiritual
roots begin in the home. While we are saddened by the Supreme Court’s deci-
sions legislating God out of our schools, we should be reminded that it never
was God’s plan for schools or any other institution to carry out the responsibili-
ties given to the family and the church. We must concentrate on what we can
do in our families to instill spiritual values in our children. We can make this a
better world for the next generation by holding up the standards of God’s word
as the pattern for our society.

The Scripture says that “if anyone does not provide for his own, and es-
pecially for those of his household, he has denied the faith, and is worse than
an unbeliever” (1 Tim. 5:8). Parents have a God-given responsibility to provide
for the well-being of their children. This involves the spiritual and eternal well-
being of our children as well as their social and physical well-being.
