BAD NEWS/GOOD NEWS

One of our chief concerns as children of God is that others be given opportuni-
ties to hear and obey the gospel of Jesus Christ. For this to happen, we need to be
sowing the seed of God's word. There are no shortcuts. The gospel must be shared.

We have an urgent need in the Lord's church to regain and maintain a clear
focus about our purpose for existence. We have been saved to serve God. And, in
serving God, our mission should reflect the Lord's purpose of seeking and saving the
lost (Luke 19:10). The church will not grow until we understand and accept our mis-
sion. The church will not grow simply by putting up a building, hiring a preacher, and
saying, "If the lost want to know the truth they are welcome to come and hear it."
While we welcome guests in our assembly, a "come and get it" attitude is not the plan
of God for church growth. Remember, the first word in "gospel" is "go" (Matthew
28:19; Mark 16:15).

Sharing the gospel may be described in number of ways. D.T. Niles described
it as "One beggar telling another beggar where to find bread." Mid McKnight said that
evangelism is "One person talking to another person about his need for the salvation
found only in Jesus Christ, with the purpose of bringing him to a decision." Jim O'Con-
nor used the following phrases to describe sharing the gospel: a demonstration of the
lordship of Jesus in our lives; a recognition of relative values; personal priorities prop-
erly placed; and, true friendship.

But, at its heart and core, evangelism has to do with bringing good news to a
lost world. We all like good news; but, good news finds its fullest expression in the
context of bad news. The bad news is that without Christ we are lost in sin and
doomed to an eternity in hell. The good news is that no one need ever occupy that
place because Jesus died so that we might be saved from both the power and penalty
of sin. Notice the bad news/good news approach of the apostle Paul when he wrote,
"But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners,
Christ died for us" (Romans 5:8).

Our job consists of convicting the world of sin so that the good news might be
shared and accepted. The good news of salvation means nothing to one who does
not realize that his soul is lost in sin. It is, therefore, essential that we lead people to
godly sorrow that produces repentance (2 Corinthians 7:10). Without such godly sor-
row, the joy of salvation will never be truly experienced.
