YESTERDAY, TOMORROW, AND TODAY 

 
 Someone has rightly observed that "If we fill our hours with regrets of 

yesterday and with worries of tomorrow, we have no today in which to be 

thankful."  There is some food for thought in that statement.  Just think about it 

for a minute.  Isn't it true that we often suffer what might be called emotional 

paralysis? By emotional paralysis, we mean that we are unable to function to-

day because we either live in the past or are preoccupied with worries about 

the future. 

 We cannot relive the past.  While we may regret mistakes of bygone 

years, we cannot make up for those mistakes by continually reliving them in 

our minds.  Where forgiveness is necessary, we should by all means pursue it 

with vigor.  But, there comes a point when we must move on and make the 

most of the present. 

 The apostle Paul formerly lived in hostility to the way of Christ.  In fact, 

he had been a man obsessed with bringing about the destruction of the 

church.  Many believe he may have been one of the leaders of that group 

which stoned Stephen (Acts 7).  In his first letter to Timothy, Paul said, "I was 

formerly a blasphemer and a persecutor and a violent aggressor..."    (1 Timo-

thy 1:13).  How did Paul deal with such a dark and dismal past? He dealt with 

it by looking forward to the future.  In Philippians chapter three, we read his 

words of hope.  He said, "forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to 

what lies ahead, I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of 

God in Christ Jesus" (vss. 13-14).  It matters not so much where we have been 

as where we are going.  We cannot change the past, but we can set the course 

for our future by how we choose to live today. 

 While some need to move forward out of the past, others need to take a 

step back out of the future.  It is as paralyzing to occupy today with worries of 

tomorrow as it is to continually relive the past.  In a world filled with anxiety, 

how can we avoid needless worry? Paul's instructions in Philippians chapter 

four will suffice.  He wrote, "Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer 

and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.  

And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension shall guard your 

hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus" (vss. 6-7).  The formula is easy to re-

member: "prayer and supplication with thanksgiving." 

 In a letter warning his readers of coming difficulties and persecutions, 

the apostle Peter wrote: "casting all your anxiety upon Him, because He cares 

for you" (1 Peter 5:7).  Because God cares, there is no past so dark or future so 

bleak but that our present cannot be filled with the light of hope and confi-

dence of faith.  Remember that "This is the day which the Lord has made; let 

us rejoice and be glad in it" (Psalm 118:24).

  We become as we think.  Godôs word says, 
ñFinally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever 
things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever 
things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever 
things are of good report; if there be any virtue and, if 
there be any praise, think on these thingsò (Philippians 
4:8).  A Christian should think on things that are true .  
Godôs word is true (John 17:17).  We must read, study, 
meditate, and think on Godôs word.  Thinking on things 
that are honest  will cause one to be serious minded and 
to do that which is honest in Godôs eyes.  To think on 
things that are just  is to be righteous in accordance with 
Godôs will.  To think on things that are pure , we will have 
pure thoughts in our heart, instead of impure and vulgar 
thoughts.  To think on things that are lovely , we will have 
kindness and love for others.  In thinking on things that 
are of good report , we will look for the good in people.  If 
we are to have virtue  we will have the courage to do 
what is right.  When we as Christians think as this verse 
teaches, we will have praise  from God. 
     Godôs word says, ñFor as he thinks in his heart so is 
heò (Proverbs 23:7).  If our thoughts are evil and sinful 
our actions will be also.  Our actions are governed by the 
way we think.  Jesus asks the question, ñWhy do you 
think evil in your hearts?ò (Matthew 9:4).  Jesus says, 
ñBlessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see 
Godò (Matthew 5:8).  How do we have a pure heart so we 
can see God in eternity?  Psalms 119:11 says, ñYour 
word have I hidden in my heart, that I might not sin 
against You.ò
