CHILD ABUSE 
 

 Christians abhor cruel and abusive violence directed against 

children.  Cases of child abuse receive greater media exposure 

than ever before.   As a result, public awareness of the problem is 

at a very high level of intensity.  While vigorously opposed to child 

abuse, we must recognize that what is defined as child abuse may 

vary from individual to individual.  As a nation, we stand at a high 

risk of riding the pendulum of "child abuse" from one extreme to the 

other--from the intolerable physical and emotional abuse of children 

to uncontrolled, unrestrained permissiveness. We do not condone, 

but deplore the abuse of children.  However, we are not willing to 

accept as "abuse" those definitions offered by some who do not un-

derstand that parents, when scripturally disciplining their children, 

fulfill a sacred responsibility and obligation to God. 

 

 Inasmuch as our liberal sociologist and educators are making 

concentrated efforts to define child abuse in a way that includes 

spanking and withholding privileges as a means of discipline, it 

must be our resolve to maintain the biblical perspective without be-

ing frightened by efforts designed to produce intimidation.  May 

God grant Christians the courage to bring up their children in the 

"discipline and instruction of the Lord" (Ephesians 6:4).  A great 

abuse is inflicted on children when parents provide no instruction in 

the way of righteousness or training in ways of loving and consistent 

discipline. What could be worse than sinning against our children 

by failing to prepare them for eternity? 

 

 The Bible teaches us "Train up a child in the way he should go 

and even when he is old he will not depart from it" (Proverb 22:6).  

Such a charge must be taken seriously, administered diligently, and 

executed courageously.  Only then can we withstand those forces 

which threaten to destroy the family.

Who Is An Unbeliever? 
 Unbelief can cause one to be eternally lost.  The 

Bible says, “And to whom did God swear that they would 

never enter His rest if not to those who disobeyed?  So we 

see that they were not able to enter, because of their unbe-

lief” (Hebrews 3:18-19).  One, who does not believe God, 

cannot enter into God‟s rest of Heaven, but will be cast into 

the eternal torments of Hell.  When one does not obey the 

Lord‟s commands, God counts this as unbelief.  Jesus says, 

“But why do you call Me Lord, Lord, and not do the things 

which I say?” (Luke 6:46).  If one doesn‟t keep God‟s com-

mandments, this shows that one doesn‟t really believe God.  

We read in 1 John 2:4, “He who says, „I know Him‟, and does 

not keep His commandments is a liar, and the truth is not in 

him.”  One who says he knows God, but does not keep His 

commandments is not only lying to others but also to him-

self. 

 

     We are warned, ñBeware, brethren, lest there be in 
any of you an evil heart of unbelief in departing from the 
living Godò (Hebrews 3:12).  A Christian becomes an un-
believer when he departs from God by not faithfully serv-
ing Him.  God says, ñBut the cowardly, unbelieving , 
abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, 
idolaters, and all liars shall have their part in the lake 
which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second 
deathò (Revelation 21:8).  One doesnôt have to do any-
thing to be lost, except to be an unbeliever.  One may 
claim to be a believer, but if he doesnôt faithfully obey 
God, he is an unbeliever.  If one doesnôt believe God, he 
will not obey Him.  Jesus is only ñthe author of eternal 
salvation to all who obey Himò (Hebrews 5:9).   

The other week I turned in a bulletin article about going 

to the. OBU vs. Harding basketball game on Saturday, 

January 30th.  Unfortunately I type Hendrix instead of 

Harding.  I‟m sure you all will agree with me that it‟s al-

most the same thing, isn‟t it?  I mean, they both begin 

with an “H” and have 7 letters, right? 

 

But you know what. if we showed up at Hendrix on Sat-

urday night the 30th we wouldn‟t see much of a game, 

because no one is playing there that night.  And even if 

they were, we wouldn‟t get to watch Stephen Blake play, 

which is one of the reasons I really want to go.
