SWEET AROMA 
 

 In a branch of research called odor engineering, a Japanese firm reported that 

air scented with lavender cut key-punching 21 percent, Jasmine-scented air cut errors 

by 33 percent, and lemon in the air was even better, cutting errors by 54 percent.  The 

report concluded that the scent of lavender reduces stress, the scent of Jasmine re-

laxes, and the scent of lemon stimulates. In other words, odors do make a difference 

in our lives.  Perhaps, that may justify the money we spend on products such as de-

odorants and mouthwashes. 

 

 There is a spiritual lesson in this for us.  The apostle Paul discussed fragrance 

in his second letter to the church at Corinth.  He said, "For we are fragrance of Christ 

to God among those who are being saved and among those who are perishing; to the 

one an aroma from death to death, to the other and aroma from life to life" (2:15-16).  

When translated into victorious Christian living, our knowledge of Christ leaves His 

sweet aroma wherever we go.  In contrast, we can see how negative, worldly thinking 

can leave behind a stinky, poisonous smell. When we leave the room, are people glad 

we left? Or, do we, in our conversation and behavior, leave behind the fragrance of 

Christ? Is our presence a source of encouragement and love? Or, is our time with oth-

ers filled with backbiting, complaining, murmuring, and gossip? Remember the words 

of Paul to the Ephesians: "Let no one wholesome word proceed from your mouth, but 

only such a word as is good for edification according to the need of the moment, that 

it may give grace to those who hear" (Ephesians 4:29). 

 

 In the Old Testament, there are a number of examples demonstrating the fact 

that sacrificial offerings constituted a well-pleasing aroma to God.  That is especially 

interesting in light of the fact that the New Testament describes Christ's love in giving 

Himself up for us as "an offering and the sacrifice to God as a fragrant 

aroma" (Ephesians 5:2).  In the twelfth chapter of Romans, Paul urges his readers to 

offer their bodies as living sacrifices in nonconformity to the world (vss. 1-2).  As 

priests, Christians offer up spiritual sacrifices to God (1 Peter 2:5ff).   The Hebrew au-

thor describes these sacrifices, saying, "Through Him then, let us continually offer up 

a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of the lips that give thanks to His name.  

And do not neglect doing good and sharing; for with such sacrifices God is 

pleased" (13:15-16). 

 

 If a Christian is truly concerned about spiritual aroma, he must do three 

things:  (1)  Pursue the knowledge of Christ; not just intellectual knowledge, but the 

knowledge that comes by experience as well;  (2) Avoid the pollution of the world; and 

(3)  Offer his or her life in word, thought, indeed to God as a living sacrifice. Such an 

aroma will lead hungry souls to Jesus for everlasting life.
