Pursuing Better Things 

  

 
 Oliver Cromwell said, ―He who stops being better stops being good.‖  A life 

worth living will be an uphill struggle.  No one, who wishes to leave this world a bet-

ter place, is content simply to coast through life.  We must strive for what is better. 

 The apostle Paul lived a life marked by great accomplishment; yet, he was 

always looking to become a better person.  The Christian‘s definition of ―better‖ is 

―Christ.‖  Paul could have boasted in the persecutions which he endured for the 

sake of the gospel.  He could have gloried in the number of souls won for the Lord or 

the number of churches planted.  But he didn‘t.  The same motivation which pro-

duced such relentless effort and determination in preaching the gospel also kept 

him from self-glorification.  His life was marked by reaching forward and striving to 

be more like the Master who bought him.  In the book of Philippians, we hear him 

say, ―Not that I have already obtained it, or have already become perfect, but I press 

on in order that I may lay hold of that for which also I was laid hold of my Christ Je-

sus.  Brethren, I do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one thing I do:  

forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead, I press on to-

ward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus‖(Philippians 3: 

12-14). 

 For the Christian, there is but one ultimate purpose, motivation, and goal for 

life and eternity.  That driving passion may be summed up in one word, ―Jesus‖.  Our 

efforts in life should be geared toward becoming as close to and as much like Jesus 

as possible.  And, when such is our intent, the hope of heaven and a home with Je-

sus becomes a mighty force to deter evil and promote good in our daily lives. 

 Paul wrote:  ―If then you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the 

things above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God.  Set your mind on the 

things above, not on the things that are on earth.  For you have died in your life is 

hidden with Christ in God.  When Christ, who is our life, is revealed, then you also will 

be revealed with Him in glory‖ (Colossians 3:1-4). 

 Make Christ the hope and purpose of your life.  It will be an uphill struggle, 

but striving to be like Jesus will make it all worthwhile and we will be made better in 

the pursuit.

Do you have the courage to be a Christian?

On September 17, 2009, Sergeant Jared C. Monti was awarded the 

Medal of Honor, our country‘s highest award for valor in action against 

an enemy force.  While in Afghanistan in June 2006  Sgt Monti‘s patrol 

was attacked by a force 3 times it‘s size.  While directing his squad in 

the ensuing battle Sgt Monti realized that one of the soldiers in his 

squad was lying wounded in the open ground between where he was 

and the enemy‘s position. According to the commendation that resulted 

in Sgt Monti being award the Medal of Honor, ―With complete disregard 

for his own safety, Staff Sergeant Monti twice attempted to move from 

behind the cover of the rocks into the face of relentless enemy fire to 

rescue his fallen comrade. Determined not to leave his Soldier, Staff 

Sergeant Monti made a third attempt to cross open terrain through 

intense enemy fire. On this final attempt, he was mortally wounded, 

sacrificing his own life in an effort to save his fellow Soldier.‖  There is 

no doubt in my mind that Sgt Monti was a man of great courage. 

 And it occurs to me that we need to have that same sort of 

courage to be a Christian.  There is a battle going on around us every-

day, and while the enemy may not be using bullets or grenades, the 

cost of losing this battle is so much greater.  I recently came across an 

article written in 2002 about a preacher in China, Li De Xian, who had 

been beaten and arrested so many times for preaching the gospel that 

he went no where without carrying the things he would need for his 

next beating or imprisonment.  Li and his wife Zhoa Xia wrote ―Don‘t 

feel sorry for us, at least we are constantly reminded that we are in a 

spiritual war. We know for whom we are fighting. We know who the 

enemy is. And we are fighting. Perhaps we should pray for you Chris-

tians outside of China. In your leisure, in your affluence, in your free-

dom, sometimes you no longer realize that you are in spiritual warfare.‖  

Do you have the courage for this warfare?  The courage to give every-

thing trying to make sure no one is left behind?
