RIGHTFUL SUFFERING 

  

 

 Jesus did not hide from His disciples the fact that following Him will some-

times lead to suffering.  In fact, He said, “If anyone wishes to come after Me, let him 

deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me” (Mt. 16:24).  If Jesus, the Master 

and Teacher, suffered ill-treatment, we should not be surprised when we experience 

the same.  But, with such suffering comes also the blessing and approval of the Lord.   

 While this is true, there have been some who have misunderstood the concept 

of “rightful suffering.”  In centuries past, some have suffered self-imposed hardship 

thinking that such would be beneficial to the soul.  There is a story of one man who 

wrapped himself in chains that were so heavy that he could only move from one place 

to another by crawling.  For more than forty years, another man deprived himself of 

the pleasure of lying down while he slept.  (Imagine the damage this would do to the 

mattress industry if this practice were to catch on today!) Still another misguided soul 

confined himself to living in a hollow tree trunk for eleven years.  There is little doubt 

but that these men suffered greatly.  But, was this “rightful suffering”? 

 Jesus said that the persecuted are blessed when they suffer for the “the sake 

of righteousness” (Mt. 5:10).  But, what is righteous about living in a hollow tree 

trunk? The kind of suffering that finds favor in the eyes of the Lord is that suffering 

which is endured for the sake of the kingdom.  Suffering is neither good nor bad in 

and of itself.  But, if we look to God for deliverance in our suffering, we will find that 

there is something good even in the darkest situation.  James said, “Consider it all joy, 

my brethren, when you encounter various trials, knowing that the testing of your faith 

produces endurance.  And let endurance have its perfect result, that you may be per-

fect and complete, lacking in nothing” (Jas. 1:2-4).   

 There is a vast difference between suffering for what is right and suffering as 

a result of our own foolishness.  If we are slapped in the face for being obnoxious and 

abusive, we can hardly expect such suffering to receive a blessing from the Lord.  In 

our efforts to teach others, we must be bold, but gentle. Paul said to “speak the truth 

in love” (Eph. 4:15).  Peter encouraged us with these words: “to the degree that you 

share in the suffering of Christ, keep on rejoicing; so that also at the revelation of His 

glory, you may rejoice with exultation.  If you are reviled for the name of Christ, you are 

blessed, because the Spirit of Glory and of God rests upon you.  By no means let any 

of you suffer as a murderer, or thief, or evildoer, or a troublesome meddler; but if any-

one suffers as a Christian, let him not feel ashamed, but in that name let him glorify 

God”    (1 Pet. 4:13-16).  

 There is an unspoken message from each of us.  It is the message conveyed 

by that for which we are willing to suffer.  Let ours be “rightful suffering” for Christ and 

His kingdom.

One character flaw that many of us have is that we post-

pone doing that which is important, and get involved in 

the mundane. This may be ok in some areas of life, but 

it must never characterize our spiritual life.  

Hear the urgency in these words of Solomon. “Whatever 

your hand finds to do, do it with your might; for there is 

no work or device or knowledge or wisdom in the grave 

where you are going” (Ecc. 9:10). If the wisest man who 

ever lived thought this principle applied to “whatever 

our hand finds to do,” think of how important it is to fol-

low this practice in our spiritual life! If its worth doing, its 

worth doing right. If its worth doing right, its worth doing 

it right now!  

This was the spirit of the two faithful spies, Joshua and 

Caleb. Most of those sent to spy out the land of promise 

saw its beauty, but thought that it could not be captured 

by God‟s people. Contrast this with the admonition of 

those who had faith in God. “Then Caleb quieted the 

people before Moses, and said, „Let us go up at once 

and take possession, for we are well able to overcome 

it‟” (Num. 13:30). If its worth doing right, it is worth do-

ing it right now!  

Never postpone something that needs to be done in 

your spiritual life. If you know that you need to obey the 

gospel then obey right now. If you know you need to get 

your relationship right with God then do it right now.
