 A MEMBER OF CHRIST’S BODY, THE CHURCH 

 
 Must I be a member of Christ’s church to be saved? Why can’t I be a Christian 

without being a member of His church? These are important questions for which we 

must depend on the Bible for accurate answers. 

 It is not the church, but the Lord who saves.  Only the Lord has the right to es-

tablish the conditions upon which He will pardon our sins.  So, the real question is: 

“Where does the Lord save and upon what conditions does He administer pardon?” 

Does He save good people outside the church? Or, must one be a member of Christ’s 

church to be saved? 

 It is not a question of desire.  God wishes that all might come to repentance 

and be saved from their sins (2 Pet. 3:9).  But, God has always required that certain 

conditions be met before His blessing of salvation might be received by man.  To do 

otherwise would result in universal salvation and render null and void both the mes-

sage and the character of God.  In the days of Noah, salvation was offered to all.  But, 

only those who accepted the offer and entered the ark were saved from the raging 

waters of the Flood (2 Pet. 3:19-20).  Salvation was in the ark and all who remained 

outside were lost.  No other refuge afforded safety.  Eight souls were saved because 

they were in the ark and the rest died because they failed to meet God’s requirements 

for salvation.  Who was to blame for their destruction? God? Not so, for He had pro-

vided the means of deliverance.  Those who perished in the waters of the Flood had 

only themselves to blame because they did not take advantage of God’s means of 

deliverance.  Salvation in the days of Noah was in the ark. 

 Where has God placed salvation from sin today? The Bible plainly teaches that 

salvation is in Christ (2 Tim. 2:10).  There is salvation in no one else for He is the only 

way to the Father (Acts 4:11-12; Jn. 14:6).  With this many would heartily agree.  But, 

what many fail to realize is that to be in Christ is to be in His church.  The church is the 

body of Christ (Eph. 1:22-23).  He is the Savior of the body (Eph. 5:23).  Since the 

church is the body of Christ, and Christ is the Savior of the body, how can one be 

saved without being a member of the church? The church is made up of those who 

have been saved.  The church does not save anyone.  It is the Lord who saves.  Sin-

ners are saved and added to the church in the same process (Acts 2:47).  They are 

not first saved and then added, nor added and then saved.  They are saved in being 

added and added in being saved.  There are no saved people outside the church be-

cause God adds all the saved to His church. 

 God saves in Christ.  Baptism brings us into Christ (Rm. 6:3; Gal. 3:27).  It is 

also the means by which we enter into the church (1 Cor. 12:13).  Those who are in 

Christ are in His church.  The church is that body of believers who have been baptized 

for the forgiveness of their sins (Mk. 16:16; Acts 2:38; 22:16; 1 Pet. 3:21).  One is 

either in Christ or out of Christ.  If in Christ, then also a member of His body, the 

church.

     We in the Lordôs church are losing 75% of our children who 
fall away from the Lord and become lost after they leave home.  
This is a tragedy!  The main reason we are losing our children 
to the world is a lack of teaching of Godôs word at home by the 
parents.  Parents are commanded to teach their children the 
word of God.  ñAnd you, fathers, do not provoke your children to 
wrath, but bring them up in the training and admonition of the 
Lordò (Ephesians 6:4).  Can we as parents be pleasing to God if 
we fail to teach our children the word of God?  The lack of Bible 
knowledge will cause our children to go off into atheism, agnos-
ticism, denominationalism, and unfaithfulness, which will cause 
them to be eternally lost. 
     One 40 minute Bible study class each week at church or two 
if he attends Wednesday evening Bible study does not give our 
children enough spiritual food to fight off the worldôs influence 
they receive at school, TV, etc.  Our children spend 30 hours 
per week in public school preparing for life in this world, but less 
than 2 hours per week in Bible class, trying to prepare for eter-
nity.  Which is the most important?  We become upset if our 
children make bad grades on their report cards.  We closely 
watch their scholastic and athletic progress, but what about 
their spiritual progress?  We have become passive about allow-
ing our children to grow up without a soul saving knowledge of 
the Bible.  The greatest thing we can do for our children is to 
instill in them a lasting faith in God and the Bible so they can be 
eternally saved.  There is nothing greater we can do for our 
children.

For You are my hope; O Lord GOD, You are my confidence 

from my youth.  (Psalm 71:5, NASB)   

 

David wrote these words in the Psalm that is subtitled the 

“Prayer of an Old Man for Deliverance”.  In his old age, David 

found comfort in the knowledge that He had a life long rela-

tionship with the Lord.  So great was that relationship that 

when David was still a young man God called him a man af-

ter His own heart. (1 Samuel 13:14)  Imagine being that spe-

cial to God!  But even though he was special, it didn’t mean 

David was going to live a perfect life.  It didn’t mean that 

there wouldn’t be times when David struggled with that rela-

tionship.  Just like us, David didn’t always understand God’s 

plan or His holiness. 

 

Remember when David wanted to bring the ark of the cove-

nant to Jerusalem and one of David’s men, Uzzah, reached 

out to keep the ark from falling off the cart, and the Bible 

says that “God struck him down there for his irreverence; and 

he died there by the ark of God”?  The Bible tells us that 

David became angry with God because of this, and that he 

was afraid of God that day. (2 Samuel 6:7-9)  We also know 

all about David’s sins.  His sins were severe and so were the 

consequences.  The death of his baby boy. (2 Samuel 11,12)  

The family problems that even caused David to have to flee 

from his son. (2 Samuel 13, 15)  A plague that killed 70,000. 

(2 Samuel 24) 

 

But in the end, David always turned back to the confidence 

from my youth.  He didn’t try to hide from his sin when it was 

pointed out.  He didn’t blame God for the consequences of 

those sins.  He had a firm foundation from the days of his 

youth which allowed him to accept the responsibility for his 

actions and to deal with the consequences they caused.
