IT TAKES FAITH

In orbiting the Sun, the Earth deviates from a straight line by only one-ninth of
an inch every eighteen miles. That’s a pretty straight line by human standards! Ac-
cording to Science Digest, if that line deviated by one-tenth of an inch rather than one-
ninth, our orbit around the Sun would be vastly larger and we would all freeze to
death. But, if that deviation were only one-eighth of an inch, we would all be inciner-
ated.

There is something about the orderliness of the universe which caused the
psalmist to say, “The heavens are telling of the glory of God; and their expanse is de-
claring the work of His hands. Day to day pours forth speech, and night to night
knowledge” (Ps. 19:1-2). Truly, one of the most powerful testimonies of God’s exis-
tence lies in the order and profound majesty of the universe. On a clear night, stand-
ing beneath a blanket of stars, we are filled with wonder at the breath-taking beauty
of God’s creation.

If there is no God, as some affirm, how do you explain the origin of the uni-
verse? Did it have its beginning when some gases spontaneously exploded, sending
bits of matter hurling through space—some cooling into planets and asteroids while
others are still burning as lights in the sky? How could such a theory explain the order
and precision so plainly evident in our universe? It would seem about as plausible as
building a beautiful new home by setting off a stick of dynamite in a brick factory!

The Bible tells us that “the worlds were prepared by the word of God so that
what is seen was not made out of things which are visible” (Hb. 11:3). Genesis, the
book of beginnings, explains how God spoke the worlds into existence. It takes faith
to believe God spoke and all things came into being. But that is exactly what the Bible
teaches.

What do you believe about creation? Do you believe that everything we see
and everything we do not see owe their existence to some sort of unexplainable but
spontaneous explosion of gases in outer space? If so, where did these gases come
from? Were they created? If so, by whom? What was their beginning cause? And, if
they had no beginning cause, did they always exist or were they spontaneously gener-
ated (something out of nothing)? When and how did non-living matter give rise to liv-
ing matter? And, when did this non-living matter develop intelligence, a sense of right
and wrong, and the ability to feel, love, and care?

These are difficult questions to answer apart from faith in God and His word.
Yes, it takes faith to believe that God created the world, but it takes even greater faith
to believe that things are the way they are today because of some inexplicable explo-
sion in outer space billions of years ago. The biblical account of creation calls for a
logical, evidenced faith. What do modern-day alternatives to Special Creation call for
but blind faith in the face of sound reason?
