FINDING YOUR WAY HOME THROUGH THE CHURCH

First, it says volumes about the importance of teaching children good habits of church
attendance. Although only in town a few weeks, this little girl had already become familiar with
the location of the church building. Parents have a responsibility to show their children the
way to church. Good habits are caught as much as they are taught. Church attendance
teaches children the importance of giving God His rightful place in their lives. On the other
hand, if we send our children to Sunday School, but stay home ourselves, we demonstrate by
our example that learning about God is something reserved for children, not adults. Instead,
we need to show them that worshiping God is for everyone.

A second unspoken message in this little story has to do with the importance of the
church in the eyes of God. We find the way to our heavenly home through the church. Be-
cause it is His body, Christ is the head of the church and governs the church through the
teachings of His inspired word. I n Acts
church. On that day, Peter and the rest of the apostles preached the message of Christ as
they were moved by the Holy Spirit. The response was overwhelming. In fact, three thousand
people repented of their sins and were baptized. In verse 41, we learn that God added these
souls to His church. The church, therefore, is comprised of all those who have responded in
faith to the gift of Godds grace.

Those who devalue the church have not carefully considered what the New Testament
has to say about the church. In Acts 20:28, Paul warned the elders of the church in Ephesus:
0Be on guard for yourselves and for al/l
overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood. 6
church is the blood-bought body of Jesus Christ. It is composed of those who have been re-
deemed by the blood of the Lamb. In Ephesians five, we learn that Christ loved and gave Him-
self up for the church (vs. 25). When we understand and appreciate the church and its value
in the mind of God, we will do everything we can to support and encourage its growth. As
members of His body, we will strive in all things to honor Christ as our head and follow wher-
ever He directs us through His word. In so doing we will find our way home through Christ and
His church.

Mechanical Instruments of Music (Part 2)

Since Christ never authorized mechanical instruments
of music in the New Testament to be used in worship of the
church, we might ask, when did man "take it upon himself" to
start using them in trying to worship God? It is a historical fact
according to early church history, no mechanical instruments of
music were ever used in church worship until about the year
670 A.D. At this time the church at Rome introduced an organ
which produced such disturbances that it was removed. It was
not until about 775 A.D. that it was introduced again, but this
time it was kept, even with many people objecting.

Men wanted to have it their way with no regard to what
God had specified. This was a departure from the faith and
practice of what God has authorized. Why was the use of me-
chanical instruments of music totally unknown in the worship
of the church for the first six hundred years after the New Testa-
ment was written? The word "A Capella" means singing without
instrumental accompaniment. It actually means, "as done in the
chapel." For the first 700 years of the church "as done in the
chapel" meant singing in worship of the church without instru-
mental accompaniment. This is the way the early church wor-
shipped.

Singing in worship to God is for the purpose of honor-
ing God and teaching one another. Singing is what pleases
God. Singing without the instrument of music shows our re-
spect of God and what He says in His word when He specifies
our heart as the instrument where the melody is to be made. If
we love and respect God we will do everything He says and in
the way He says to do it. We will not change, substitute, or add
to what He says.
