“STUMBLING BLOCKS WILL COME, BUT MUST I BE ONE?” 

  

 
 A stumbling block is anything that causes someone to stumble.  In the New Testa-

ment, the expression is used as a figure of speech.  For example, in his letter to the Ro-

mans, the apostle Paul asked his readers “not to put an obstacle or a stumbling block in a 

brother’s way” (14:13).  He was not referring to a literal block of wood or stone but an ex-

ample which might contribute to spiritual stumbling.  In the context of the passage, we 

learn that there were some Christians at Rome who, because of their background in pagan 

idolatry, could not eat certain types of food without violating their conscience.  In such 

cases, Paul said that he would be very careful to make sure that his example did not cause 

them to stumble. 

 While we are individually responsible for our own behavior and will be judged ac-

cording to what we have done whether good or bad (2 Cor. 5:10), it is a serious matter 

when our behavior contributes toward the downfall of another.  This is particularly true as 

our actions impact the next generation. On one occasion, Jesus set a child before the disci-

ples and warned:  “whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in Me to stumble, 

it is better for him that a heavy millstone be hung around his neck, and that he be drowned 

in the depth of the sea.  Woe to the world because of its stumbling blocks!  For it is inevita-

ble that stumbling blocks come, but woe to that man through whom the stumbling block 

comes! “ (Mt. 18:6-7). 

 Each of us has influence on someone.  That influence may be good or evil, but it is 

influence nonetheless.  The Lord expects His people to exert a good influence on others.  

We are the “light of the world” and the “salt of the earth” (Mt. 5:13-16).  Our light must 

shine not only when the church gathers for worship but also in the home, at school and in 

the workplace. 

 “What’s wrong with drinking?”  “What’s wrong with using tobacco?”  “What’s wrong 

with ________?”  You fill in the blank.  Perhaps, you have noticed that, when a question 

begins with these words, it is sometimes an effort to justify wrong-doing.  How can we tell if 

our behavior might become a stumbling block to others?  A few simple questions might 

help:  (1)  Does this activity draw me closer to the Lord or does it put greater distance be-

tween us?  (2) Does this activity make it easier for me to tell others about Jesus or do I 

have to quietly tuck my faith away out of sight?  (3)  Is this activity something in which I 

would feel no shame if I were involved in doing it when the Lord returns?  And, finally, (4) 

Can I picture the Lord being engaged in this activity?  If you answered “no” to any of these 

questions, you need to take a fresh look at your example and how it will be affected by the 

behavior under question.  The will of the Lord and the salvation of souls ought to come be-

fore our own selfish pleasures.

Genesis 1-11 Is Historical & Literal 
 

     Many people have tried to explain away Genesis 
1-11 as mythology.  In other words they say that it did-
n’t really happen.  But let’s see what the Bible says.  In 
Mark 10:6 Jesus says concerning Adam and Eve, “But 
from the beginning of the creation, God made them 
male and female”.  In Matthew 24:37-39 Jesus also 
spoke of the Flood of Noah in Genesis 6-9 as a real 
historical event. 
     In 1 Corinthians 11:8-12 Paul states that man was 
first created, then woman just as Genesis 2:18-23 says.  
In 1 Timothy 2:13 Paul called Adam & Eve by name.  In 
1 Corinthians 15:45 Paul says, “The first man Adam 
became a living being.”  The first man Adam was a real 
historical character.  In 2 Corinthians 11:3 Paul says 
“But I fear, lest somehow, as the serpent deceived Eve 
by his craftiness, so your minds may be corrupted.”  2 
Peter 3:5-6 says, “For this they willingly are ignorant of, 
that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and 
the earth standing out of the water and in the water: 
Whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with 
water, perished.” 

     In Exodus 20:11 God told Moses, “For in six days 
the Lord made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and 
all that is in them.”  As Romans 3:4 says, “Let God be 
true, and every man a liar.”  Anything that differs from 

what God says is a lie.  There are more than 100 refer-
ences in the New Testament that refer back to the first 
eleven chapters of Genesis as being true.  If Satan can 
get people to believe that the first eleven chapters are a 
lie then they will not trust the rest of the Bible as it refers 

back to Genesis 1-11.
