THE SWEET LANGUAGE OF KINDNESS 

 
 Mark Twain observed that òKindness is a language which the deaf can 

hear and the blind can see.ó  Kindness might be defined as the disposition to 

be gracious, friendly, sympathetic, benevolent, and generous.  We enjoy being 

treated with kindness even though we live in a world sometimes given toward 

hatred and revenge. 

 

 How can we change the cold and callous heart? By changing its concep-

tion of God.  Is God the Great Avenger, waiting to stomp us into passive sub-

mission when we violate His sovereign will? Or, is He an overly permissive 

grandfather who lovingly indulges the wicked rebellion of His children? God is 

represented by neither extreme.  He is the perfect blend of both love and right-

eousness.  Paul spoke of both characteristics when he wrote, òBehold then the 

kindness and severity of God; to those who fell, severity, but to you Godõs kind-

ness, if you continue in His kindness; otherwise you also will be cut offó (Rm. 

11:22).  We must avoid unbalanced perspectives of God.  He possesses per-

fect justice and holiness; but He also possesses infinite love and kindness. 

 

 If we would develop a kinder disposition, we must follow the example of 

Christ and òput on a heart of compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and 

patience; bearing with one another and forgiving each other whoever has a 

complaint against anyone; just as the Lord forgave you, so also should you.  

And beyond all these things put on love, which is the perfect bond of 

unityó (Col. 3:12-14).  A parallel thought is found in Paulõs letter to Ephesus 

where he writes, òAnd be kind to one another, tender-hearted, forgiving each 

other, just as God in Christ also has forgiven youó (Eph. 4:32).  Both of these 

passages emphasize, by way of example, the tremendous love and mercy of 

God in sending His Son to die on the cross.  When we are struggling to show 

kindness to others, we should pause and reflect upon how kindly we have 

been treated by the Father.  This awareness will cause us to show kindness 

toward others in the things we do and say.  Maybe then, our language will be 

heard by the deaf and seen by the blind.

Instrumental Music In Worship? 

 
     Some people today think it makes no difference if they add 
mechanical instruments of music in worshipping God.  In the 
Old Testament we have the example of Nadab and Abihu who 
were also presumptuous in their thinking that it made no differ-
ence.  Nadab and Abihu learned their lesson the hard way and 
too late when they, ñoffered strange fire before the Lord, which 
He had not commanded them.  So fire went out from the Lord 
and devoured them, and they died before the Lordò (Leviticus 
10:1-2).  They took it upon themselves to offer strange fire in 
worship to God.  They died a horrible violent death because 
they did something in worship that God did not authorize. ñNow 
all these things happened to them as examples, and they were 
written for our admonitionò (1 Corinthians 10:11).  Just as 
Nadab and Abihu offered strange fire, today men who have no 
respect for Godôs word are offering strange music ñbefore the 
Lord, which He had not commanded themò.  Who has author-
ized man today to do this?  
 
     Godôs command is to sing.  ñLet the word of Christ dwell in 
you richly in all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another 
in psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs, singing with grace in 
your hearts to the Lord.  And whatsoever you do in word or 
deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesusò (Colossians 3:16-
17).  The expression, ñdo all in the name of the Lord Jesusò 
signifies everything we do must be by His authority.  Only what 
God says in the scriptures is authorized.  Nowhere in the New 
Testament is man authorized to add a lifeless mechanical in-
strument of music to the singing in worship to God.  The use of 
mechanical instruments of music is not authorized.  God has 
never permitted man to decide how he is going to worship God.
